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EXTREME TEMPERATURES OF MONTH JANUARY  

Note The Minimum Temperature extremes are usually recorded in Nepal during the Winter months 

(December- February) especially in the month of January and rarely in some cases the extremes are 

recorded in other months. Among the stations selected in this monitoring the maximum temperature 

recorded in the January month in the station at Dipyal in the Far-western region of Nepal of 30.3°C 

on 19th January 1990 and for the minimum temperature recorded in the January month in the station 

at Jumla in the Mid-western region of Nepal of -13.8°C on 3rd January 1991 and 16th January 2000. 

The noticeable rising trend can be observed in most of the cases for both the temperatures from the 

year 2003-2009. The temperature of Kathmandu Airport has an interesting trend that it has extreme 

temperature below its maximum temperature mean upto 1970, but extreme  maximum temperature 

is in the increasing trend since then. Most of the stations shows the rising trend of temperature 

especially in Okhaldhunga the trend rising in the maximum temperature is sharp. Besides this 

Okhaldhunga has the extreme minimum temperature above the average minimum in the year 1982 

and below the average maximum in the year 1984. In minimum temperature however the sharp 

increment is not observed but the mostly the trends are rising.
